Courses Taught

THEA 322: Theatre Design V— Lighting Design

This course focuses on the conceptual foundations of lighting design and the practical skills necessary for

professional designers. Topics include the controllable properties of light, color theory, research, renderings,
and basic Vectorworks drafting. Students produce two full lighting design packages comprised of research
portfolios, renderings, light plots, paperwork, and cue lists. The final project is a realized design for the

annual Art For Life dance concert in the O’Connell Theatre.

THEA 313: Stage Management

An examination of the role a Stage Manager embodies within the framework of a theatrical or dance

production, this course focuses on the practical and interpersonal skills required to work as a professional
stage manager. Topics include leadership techniques, blocking notation, prompt book development, and cue

calling techniques.



THEA 420: Theatre Design V
The final design class of the BFA Design/Technology track focuses on different styles of lighting design and

several new rendering techniques. Storefront and musical theatre are addressed, as well as concert lighting.
Rendering techniques include pastel pencil, graphic marker, Photoshop, Vectorworks, and digital pre-
visualizers such as ETC Augment3d, Capture, and GrandMA.. The final project is a realized design for the
Spring Dance Concert.

THEA 460/560: Vectorworks Drafting
This advanced study of Vectorworks CAD drafting covers 2D drafting, 3D modeling, and the advanced

Lighting Design tools available in Vectorworks Spotlight and Designer.

THEA 461/561: Light Board Programming and Automated Fixtures

Covering a broad range of related topics, this course covers topics including the history of automated

lighting and programming on the latest lighting consoles. Projects include programming in ETC EOS and
Augment3d, WholeHog3, and GrandMA 3. The final project involves programming a moving light show
using a computer-based pre-visualizer and transferring those designs to a practical setting at a local

production house.

THEA 462/562: Portfolio Development

Focusing on the documentation and presentation of design work, this course teaches the basic skills

necessary for good quality production photography, Photoshop retouching, high-quality printing, and
portfolio presentation. Students are required to document shows, create and present a physical portfolio,
build a personal website, and design an industry-appropriate resume. This course is good preparation for all

students who hope to present at any of the national design conferences.

THEA 466/566: The Business of Theatre

This course covers practical skills for the professional, including interviewing techniques, contract

review, taxes, union membership, and other topics.

THEA 619: Production

This course represents the academic portion of each Graduate Student’s design assignment. Requirements

include research, light renderings, light plot and paperwork, as well as technical rehearsal and on-site

production work.

THEA 749: Graduate Design Studio
Central to the MFA track, Design Studio is an in-depth study of all aspects of lighting design. Topics include

the controllable properties of light, color theory, research, several styles of renderings, drafting, and digital
previsualization. Class time is spent exploring these topics through paper projects and putting them to

practice on departmental productions.
